Annalistic Buzhsk, the present-day Busk is one of the ancient towns of Ukraine. The first written mentions of it can be found in “Litopys Ruskyy” (“the Rus Chronicle”), and they are related to the Lyubech meeting of the Rus princes in 1097 and the effect that important event had on the political life of Kyivan Rus state. In the 7th – 10th c. it was a political centre of annalistic Buzhsk residents who played an important role in the ethno-genesis of the Ukrainian people. In 1100  Buzhsk became the capital of the appanage principality – Busk volost (district), which existed with some short interruptions as an administrative structure till the end of the 14th c.

The research of it was launched in the 30ies of the 20th c. The territory of the annalistic Buzhsk was explored by a well-known Western Ukrainian amateur archeologist L. Chachkovskyy, however, the results of these works remained unpublished.

Starting with1983 the monument was explored by a number of expeditions, in particular, those of the Institute of Social Sciences of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR under the supervision of O. Korchynskyy and V. Petehyrych. The study of Busk and its suburbs has also been conducted by M. Fylypchuk. He has produced, in particular, a detailed plan of the monument. 
Starting with 2000  Busk archeological complex has been researched by the expedition of the Institute of Archeology of Ivan Franko National University of Lviv under the supervision of P. Dovhan. This year the Old Rus hillfort in the urochishche (tract) of Volyany has been examined, and in 2001 a large -scale archeological research was conducted for the first time for the purposes of identifying the place of location of ancient Busk dytynets, the structure of its settlement and the system of its fortifications. 
In 2002 a complex of four ground-based dwellings of the 12th c. was found, and in 2003  –that of six buildings of that very period of time.
In 2004 profound archeological research was conducted in the central part of the hillfort and on the territory of the smallest – north-eastern part of the hillfort. It was for the first time that objects and materials of the end of the 7th – the beginning of the 8th c. as well of the destructions of the late Trypillya period of the second half of the 3rd millennium B. C. were found.
Archeological research in Busk conducted in 2005 enabled for the first time to trace and partially study the planning structure, the nature of residential and utility objects in the Western area of the largest part of the hillfort in the Slavic and Kyivan Rus periods. The remains of three ground-based and eight in-depth objects were traced. For the first time during the period of archeological research in Busk the remains of objects and materials of early Iron Age – Vysotska culture – were found.

The results of archeological excavations of the year2006  proved that a large part of the western area of the Great hillfort has been lost for archeological research as the result of barbarous land works conducted in the 70ies–80ies of the 20th c. Substantial archeological works continued on the preserved part of the area, and during it one building of ground-based type and four buildings of in-depth type were traced – these were the remains of dwellings of the 11th–13th c., as well as considerable movable material was found.

Archeological excavations on the territory of the hillfort conducted in 2007 showed that a large area of the smallest north-eastern part of the hillfort, its northern area is also lost for archeological research. Along with that, there continued works in the southern part of the Great hill fort. As the result of them, in both parts of the hillfort the remains of 13 archeological objects were found. For the first time materials and remains of the building of the line-strip ceramics of the second half of the 5th millennium B. C. were found. Copper pendant-lunnytsya  was found. 
In 2008 serious scientific exploration works were done on the territory of the north-eastern part of the hillfort. 11 archeological objects of a wide chronological range were found – starting with late Stone Age (the second half of the 5th millennium B. C.) up till late Middle Ages (the 16th c.) Movable archeological material of the same range was found – it was the most numerous over the whole period of research of Busk archeological complex starting with 2000. These are entire collections of ceramic, iron, bone, glass and stone findings. Unique findings have been made: that of a bone chess figure with cut letters, bone writing device and two elm whirlpools of the 10th and the 12th c. 
During the archeological research of the year 2009 articles made of iron made found (nails, horseshoe nails, knives, arrowheads), glass (bracelets, trays), stone (spindle whorl), bone (needle, burnishers, psalium, amulets made of bear tooth), copper (decorated buckle), a great number of fragments of lace ceramics of the 10th –13th c. A rare utility object of the end of the 14th c. was found – a wooden cellar in which there was ovenware, half of a sword, bronze thimble, leather shoes, tissue rags, etc.
