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THE STATE AND PROSPECTS OF RESEARCH OF LUKA RAYKOVETSKA
CULTURE IN UKRAINIAN SUBCARPATHIANS

The article focuses on the basic results of researching the Slavic settlements of Luka Raykovets-
ka culture in Ukrainian Carpathian sat the end of 20" c. and the beginning of 21% c. The current state of
the study of settlements and city-states (the so called “horodyshcha”) in the region is characterized. Theo-
retical and methodological aspects reveal the scholarly ideas within the time spam of 1950s-1980s. In this
respect, highlighted is the methodology of formulating the basis for research and separate aspects of their
interpretation. Traditional methods of scientific research were improved and modern methods were
applied in the pro-active stage of formulating the basis for research and its interpretation. The achieved
results served the grounds for analyzing a number of topical issues from new perspective, i.e. topo-
graphies of settlements, chronology and periodization of culture, planning of settlements and city-states,
economic and social patterns, etc.

Key words: Ukrainian Subcarpathians, Luka Raykovetska culture, “Lowland” settlements,
“High land” settlements, planning structure, short-term andlong-term settlement, “closed” and “open”
complexes, Plisnesko, Stilsko, Nezvysko, Kodyn I, 11, Hanachivka, Solonsko.

The significance of the last quarter of the 1* millennium AD for the historical
development of the Slavic population in Central and South-Eastern Europe can hardly
be overestimated. The period witnessed formation of states, which constituted the po-
litical map of the continent in the early Middle Ages. The political unities of Eastern
Slavs and the Kyiv Rus that emerged on their grounds in the middle of IX-X c. played
an important role in this process. In the opinion of many historians, archeologists, and
linguists, the foundation for recreating economical, social, and political processes un-
folding in the society was laid by the analysis of national and foreign written sources.

In the 2" half of the 20™ c., scientists started to use archaeological data in the
search of certain answers and soon those became the full-fledged sources. The basis
was constituted by objects of the elicited and stationary researched settlements, city-
states (the so called “horodyshcha”) and burial ground of the Raykovetska culture [11.
P. 7-13; 12], which functioned in the last quarter of the 1% millennium AD. Such
change is absolutely reasonable, since only profound analysis of the results obtained
from the excavation provides us with the maximum objective insight into those
aspects of ancient Slavs’ lives, which were omitted by the chroniclers because of dif-
ferent unknown reasons. At first, researchers in their works on early medieval period
covered different aspects of material and spiritual culture of Slavs, but limited them-
selves to data deduced either from separate settlements and micro regions [19-22;
30; 36], or from considerably vaster territories [2; 9; 13; 15-18; 23; 26; 32; 33], inha-
bited, as the authors reported, by two or more tribal groups.

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In the end of the 20™ c., there appeared many summarizing research works, the
most fundamental out of which are the following: the collective monograph ““Slavs of
South-Eastern Europe in Pre-governmental period” [7], which summarizes the ideas
of national and foreign researches carried out over the last 50 yeast and, in particular,
characterizes the history of research and the settlement topography, provides descrip-
tion of residential dwellings and farming facilities, conducts analysis of movable ma-
terial (age determination and chronology), and highlights the farming system and
social relations; ““Ancient Slavs™ [4] and ““Origin of the Ukrainian Nation [6], the
authors of which focus on ethno-cultural and state formation processes in Eastern
Slavic communities during the second half of the 1* millennium AD as described from
the new conceptual standpoints; “Ethnic History of Ukraine” [34] — the collective
work on ethno-cultural and ethical aspects starting from the ancient times and till the
end of Middle Ages, and ““Ancient History of Ukraine™ [35], reflecting on the stages
of ethno-genetic and socio-political development of Eastern Slavic tribes.

Important for finding the answer to Early Medieval Slavic issue is the south-
western region of Raykovetska culture settlement, located in the Ukrainian Subcarpa-
thians (fig. 1). Firstly, the most ancient and authentically Slavic settlements of the late
5"_7" ¢. AD were found in the Upper Popruttia and the Upper and Middle Podnistro-
vya [1; 3; 5; 22]. They served as a foundation of Raykovetska culture in the indicated
region. Secondly, the number of cultural heritage objects today is over 500 units, the
major part of which is represented by unfortified settlements researched within statio-
nary and exploratory works. Thirdly, comparing to other Eastern Slavic regions in the
Subcarpathians, the abovementioned culture developed autonomously for the longest
period of time. The region was one of the last to become the constituent part of the
Kyiv Rus [14. P. 68]. What is more, these lands have always been in the centre of sci-
entific attention and currently constitute the best researched Eastern Slavic territory. In
40-50’s of XX c., I. D. Starchuk [27-29] and H. I. Smirnova [24-25] conducted the
large scale excavation works of the settlements in Plisnesk (Lviv region) and Nezvysk
(Ivano-Frankivsk region). The extant remains of residential dwellings, farming and
production facilities together with the archaeological artifacts composed the general
idea about economic and social order of settlements and city-states. The obtained
results laid the profound basis for further explorative researches.

The targeted study of settlements continued in the follow-up decades. During
60-80’s of the 20" c., V. D. Baran [1; 3], B. O. Tymoshchuk [30-31], I. P. Rusanova
[21-22], Ya. V. Baran [8], and other scientists investigated numerous famous heritage
objects of the last quarter of the 1 millennium AD. The enriched source base helped
researchers to enhance their generalizing assumptions. The research reports, publicati-
ons, articles, and monograph works focused on the wide range of questions, like relati-
ve chronology and periodization of antiquities; level of economic and social order of
microregion and its inhabitants, which was researched mainly through exploratory
works, and its characteristic features within the location areas of the Raykovetska
culture, etc. Such approach has fully proven its value. It was aligned with the demands
of the second period of archaeological science development. At that time, main attenti-
on of national experts was paid to systematization of movable and non-movable arti-
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facts, identifying the period of their functioning within the area of spread, etc. This
concerns not only Raykovetska culture but also other archaeological cultures of the
late Roman Empire and Early Middle Ages which directly or indirectly are connected
with emergence of the Ukrainian ethnos and state. That is why the interpretation of the
origin of certain archaeological cultures, their importance and role in ethno and state
formation processes had to fit the “Procrustean bed” of Moskow anti-Norman School
which advocated and still advocates not scientific, but political attitudes of the Russian
Empire to early stages of the development of peoples which inhabit territories near its
boundaries. This manifests itself in viewpoints on such acute scientific problems, as
“ethnocultural affiliation” of cultures in the late Roman Empire period within the
territory of modern Ukraine; findspot of the “Slavs’ ancestral home™; the “cradle” of
three fraternal peoples; ways of the East Slavic states formation and the place of “Old
Russian nation™ in this process, etc. Only in the years of independence did a gradual
departure from dogmas and declarations of the Soviet (Russified) studies on early
stages of the Ukrainian history begin. Undoubtedly, this is a long and very difficult
way on which methods and methodology for field exploration and office works at the
compilation level will be improved, new hypotheses and theories will be substantiated
at the interpretational level, and new approaches will appear. In this context, we
suggest our own opinion on the Early Medieval anti-quitiesof the end of the 1% millen-
nium AD in the Ukrainian Subcarpathians through the prism of improved (already
known) and new scientific research methods.

In our opinion, complex analysis ensures the possibility to conduct the profound
analysis of such overlooked aspects as topography, planning structure, periodization and
chronology of Raykovetska culture settlements in the Subcarpathians, etc. The study of
the settlements of the last quarter of the 1* millennium AD provoked an attempt to
theoretically substantiate new research methods and improve traditional ones, and on
this basis show future innovations for further scientific research to the topic under
discussion.

The broadened concept of topography, introduced into the scientific circulati-
on, allows to divide the famous sights into two subgroups: the “lowland” — these
occupying lower positions, and “high land” — which are located in the upper reaches of
springs and streams at the middle and upper tiers of terraces above the floodplain and
also in oval hollows of hill plateau [38; 43; 47. P. 12-24]. “Lowland” settlements do-
minated during the first period (8™ — beg. 9" c.) of before researched antiquities
functioning. This subgroup includes such well known sights as Kodyn | and Kodyn II
(period A, 11IB), the second phase of settlements Nezvysko and Rashkiv | [47.
P. 15-18]. The topography of settlements was gradually changing since the boundary
of the 8" — 9" centuries. At that time, Slavs settle down on the upper reaches of small
springs and streams, rivers and occupy primarily oval hollows of terraces and hill
plateau. In this concern, the environment is undergoing changes too. The middle and
the upper small water currents, covered with meadow herbs and wide forests (beeches
prevailing), which grow on the turf easy loamy soils, light grey and grey podzolic soils
are occupied instead of flowing rivers with the wide floodplains rich in various herbs
on meadow marsh soils and turf easy loamy and sabulous soils prevailing in the first

tier of terraces. Not a single case of settlement localization within the distribution of
heavy loamy black soils was recorded. (fig. 2—4). The above-mentioned is corrobora-
ted by the fact that there are no Slavs sights of the 8" — 10" centuries in the steppe
region (steppe karst region of Zastavna, the northern part of Pryprutsk terraced forest-
steppe region, steppe regions of Dniester Pokuttya) found — the places where total
investigation has been conducted. Systematic positioning of Slavic sights of the 8" —
10™ centuries of the Ukrainian Subcarpathians as contrasted to its chaotic location
within different landscape is an important aspect of the broadened topography of Slavs
sights of the 8" — 10" centuries, i.e. at the micro-regional level.

Approximately one hundred “high land” settlements, having traces of deepe-
ned and ground-based objects preserved [47. P. 18-24], are located in forest-covered-
massifs; this resulted in the development and introduction of geodesic and topographic
researches. GTR (geodesic-topographic research) includs a lot of primary study on the
level of source formation: the analysis of objects remains on the basis of results obtai-
ned from the excavation of shortterm settlements in forest-covered areas; searches of
missing medieval settlements, taking into account preserved surface features of
objects; geodesic plans survey of newly opened sights [48; 51-59]. As to the modern
surface, its extant remains are divided into “concave”, “flat” and “convex”. In each
separate case, their modern shape and size represent objects of different purpose. For
example, a considerable place among convex remains is occupied by earthen mounds,
which, depending on the shape, parameters and location, may be defensive earth-
works, dams, boundaries, artificially erected earthen walls, deepened dwellings and
farming/trade buildings, etc. All in all, eleven groups of objects were marked out on
the basis of two shortterm archeological complexes of the second part of the 10"c. [47.
P. 33-45] (Korostovata and Stilsko [47. P. 220-273]). The analysis and theoretical ar-
gumentation of objects of different categories (“concave”, “flat”, and “convex”) and
groups (walls, ditches, scarps, ground-based additions to the walls, defensive facilities,
entrances, connection ways, boundaries, deepened dwellings and farming facilities, ground-
based buildings with cellars, household pits, ground-based farming buildings) allow conduc-
ting before excavation projection of geodesic settlement plans and identify different types of
buildings. Concerning the complexes, the best option of database formation is the combi-
nation of topographic-geodesic and purely archaeological (excavated) research. The im-
portance of this combination lies in the necessity to study the “mechanism” and “content”
of destruction formation of objects ofdifferent categories, and “concave”-categorized
objects in particular. The basis of the latter is the infill not properly studied before.

The process of objects infill forming is influenced by numerous factors that
can be subdivided into natural (objective) and human (subjective). The natural factors
include: nature, thickness and sequence of bedding of soil upper layers; the level of
modern surface; the environmental influence on the object trench while leveling the
micro landscape. The group of factors caused by humans includes the depth of earthen
trench and constructional features of the bottom part of buildings; conditions of stop-
page of objects functioning and its probable reuse; leveling the platformsfor new
buildings, etc. [47. P. 49-51].
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Since the remains of objects with shortterm settlements, overgrown with forest
after the termination of their functioning, were influenced by natural factors exclusive-
ly, the comparative analysis of the stratigraphic column outside the settlements as well
as the stratification in trenches permit to state that the process of “Object Filling (OF)”
formation in this category is the delayed and reverse, to some extend, sediment of
destruction of soil upper layers caused by building and farming activities. The natural
way of forming leads to sedimentation in the crossing layers of soil in the underground
trenches of lenticular and curved form. “Sterility” is observed in fillings under the
condition of complete absence of cultivation layer outside the trench. The material of
earlier time may occur in the fillings of objects in cases when the closed complex
appeared on the place of previous settlement.

Thus, in the course of the studies an important information about the planning
of settlements in the static section is obtained as well as valuable data about the design
features of deepened homes and industrial structures/farming facilities; besides, con-
firmed is the viewpoints of the researchers who consider the materials found on the
floor, in the oven or on the working platform of a building and on the bottom of far-
ming pits and ditches as being directly related to this or that object.

Different principles are used in the forming of filling “concave” category of
objects on the “open” — longterm settlements. From theoretical considerations “open”
complexes can be viewed as a set of asynchronous “closed” complexes, related or not
related amongst them by the continuity of development. However, such a combination
appears to be extremely difficult. The destruction of objects of each building phase
will under go the influence of a large number of factors; the factors, however, will
differ from those occurring in the formation of “Object Filling (OF) closed” comp-
lexes. Under these circumstances the effect of natural factors comes to its minimum,
since the nature, thickness and sequence of deposition of the upper layers of soil and
the level of daily surface demonstrate the traces of anthropogenic impact of previous
times. In other words, natural factors “overgrow” into the indirect anthropogenic ones.
This also includes the depth of a trench and design features of the objects. Thus, each
following construction phase is characterized by the increased thickness of the cultural
layer, enlarging the level of daily surface and gradual decrease of depth of the lower
part of deepened infrastructural facilities regarding the modern surface, which, in its
turn, leads to soil modification in fillings. This conclusion is confirmed by the
materials of Kodyn | and Il, Bukivna, Nezvysko, Plisnesk and many other sights of
early Middle Ages. Moreover, the abovementioned principles laid the foundation for
phased segmentation of the sights. Of certain, not only characterized indirect factors
were taken into account, but also human’s direct effect on destruction, which, actually,
determines the way of creation of stratification in trenches [47. P. 54-91].

The highlighted approach of stratigraphic observations is a certain base not
only for defining periods or stages or determining chronological gaps in the existence
of settlements, but also advances the indispensability of division of movable material
into reliable (found on the floor, in the oven or on the working platform of a building
and on the bottom of farming pits and ditches, cellar) and doubtful (from objects fil-
lings); the division is of prior importance for the process of systematization.
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Generally known, the systematization of the most numerous category of
findings — cooking pots — based on formal and typological methods being bound to spe-
cific chronological indicators — serves as date identification material for professionals.
The illustrated approach, when applied to the study of villages provided the grounds for
systematization of kitchen pots following the scheme proposed by J.-K. Garden, which
takes into account not only the evolution of forms, but the texture of the clay, construc-
tion techniques, firing mode, ornament trends, and this [10. P. 120-122], in its turn, to-
gether with the stratigraphic data serves the basis for phased division of researched
sights, and thus facilitates the identification of synchronous development of these settle-
ments [41].

Using of the indicated methods provides solid grounds for applying the comp-
lex analysis of monuments not only at the micro-level (restricted to one or several
monuments), but also at the meso- and macro-level, while studying the settlement sys-
tem of the areain particular.

Firstly, Comparison of synchronous phases of “closed” and “open” comple-
xes, topographic and written data show that the upper limit of Raykovetska culture in
the Carpathian region reaches the end of the 10™ century: its early period (8" — beg.
9" ¢.) is represented by the second phase of the settlement Nezvysko, by the stage of
B-town Rashkiv 11, and I11-A and I11-B villages Kodyn | and Kodyn II, etc.; and late
period — I-11l stages of Bukivna village, I-1l stage of the city-state Plisnesko (fig. 5)
and shortterm “closed” archaeological complexes of Stilsko, Korostovata, Solonsko
(fig. 6), Holohirky, Pidhoroddya, and many others [39; 42; 44].

Secondly, Comparison of the main features of the three asynchronous, genetically
related cultures (such as Praha-Korchak, Raykovetska Meadow and Old Russ) suggested
an idea of the existence of one Slavic archaeological culture. In no way does this approach
diminish the achievements of our predecessors, on the contrary — it develops the theoreti-
cal and methodological approaches in the history writing of archaeological sources, makes
the data of early periods of our history being collected by experts accessible to historians
and the general public. Theoretical study and implementation of new and improved tradi-
tional methods of researching the sights of 8" — 10™ centuries in the Carpathians fostered
the examination of certain debatable aspects which need extensive study in the sphere
agricultural, social and historical reconstruction in the region. The review of agricultural
and farming activity and the social order was made possible due to the examination of
planning structure, eco- and artifacts.

Thirdly, Planning structure of the studied villages presented different combi-
nations of five settlements and four city-state types of buildings (so called horodysh-
cha — sites of ancient settlements). During Period I, which is represented by settle-
ments of “lowland” group exclusively, buildings of Type | and Il dominate, present
are groupings of dwellings located around comfortably placed farming pits and the
disposition of residential buildings by little groups, namely 3-5 buildings in each. The
area of settlements is comparatively small — from 1 to 2 hectares. Such settlements
could simultaneously accommodate from 15 to 20 objects, including about 10-15 resi-
dential buildings [41; 47. P. 187-188].
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The “highland” group (Period I1) is represented not only by settlements but also
by city-states. Settlements show the coexistence of Type 1I-V buildings (Type Il — grou-
ping of dwellings by 3-5 houses in each of them; Type IIl — isolated location of guard
buildings distanced from settlements; Type IV —compact placement of residential hou-
ses and production objects; Type V — grouping of residential houses and agricultural
facilities on separately chosen areas of the settlement outskirts) [41; 47. P. 188-198],
and this does not depict the types of settlements, as proved by B. O. Tymoshchuk but
the character of planning of its individual parts.

The building type of city-states, which appear during the 2™ period (the begin-
ning of the 9"-10" c.) constitutes extremely important elements of characteristics of
researched antiquities, and settlements in particular. Starting from the 1 half of the 9"
century, in unfortified centres of neighbouring communities like Chornivka Il, there
appear extraverted and introverted fortifications called by their contemporary Bavarian
Geographer “civitas” (Latin) which corresponds to the Greek word “polis”. Similar
city-states are characterized as the 2™ type of city-state model. Among them, there are
such monuments as Lomanchytsi (phase 1), Mahala, Chervona Dibrova, Bila, Voloka,
Horoshivtsi. Main functions of these city-states were to provide administration of the
community, preservation and redistribution of surplus, organizing of bratchyna (a kind
of potluck banquet in the Kyiv Rus), feasts, cult events, etc., that is they were a place
of ephemeral structures functioning. Approximately at the same time, there appear ad-
ministrative and household centres (Balamutivka, Dobrynivtsi, Horishni Shyrivtsi,
Hrozyntsi, Kobaky, Revne 1l [32. P. 40]) which, along with functioning as city-states
of the previous group, sometimes were craftcentres.

In the 2" half of the 9" century, neighbouring communities begin to consoli-
date. As a result, separate household, administrative, and political centres with large
area and complex planning structure stand out. The consolidation process covers the
whole territory of the Subcarpathians. It should be noted that at the same time, the mo-
dification of community centres in particular and a territorial neighboring community
in general took place. The evidence to thisis the planning structure of Korostovatskyi,
Verkhnio Stanivetskyi, Hanachivskyi and other nest-settlements which are characteri-
zed not only by fortification of central squares surrounded by synchronous unfortified
settlements, but also by erecting defensive lines which separated a certain complex
from another neighbouring community in the most vulnerable places.

Large city-states begin to appear in the 10" century. A good example of such
monuments can be Plisnesko city-state. Its fortified area exceeds 450 hectares, and
defensive lines not only enclose platforms on a plate-shaped lifting. They also cover
places which were unconventional for further times — enclosing streams, floodplains
and valleys on internal, in respect to the main part of a monument, slopes. Analogous
topography of defensive lines is characteristic of both the whole range of city-states of
the Subcarpathians (Stilsko, Hanachivka, Solonsko, Pidhoroddia) and its neighbouring
regions: Poland (Tuliglowy) [49], northern Romania (Fundul-Hertsa), and the Czech
Republic (Prague Dolny Liboc, Libice nad Cidlinou, Stara Kouiim [50. P. 75, 78, 84]).
The analysis of I. Starchuk’s field documentation and materials of his research provide
grounds to view the structure of Plisnesko in the Slavic period from the perspective
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not of a castle model, i.e. the burg one (stronghold-posad (trading quarter)-suburban
city), but the model of a polis. To support our opinion, some archaeological criteria
concerning the above mentioned should be provided. The basis for determining the
structure in regard to archaeological materials consists of the following components:
the system of defensive lines location and construction; internal layout of fortified
sites; and location of a city-state in the system of surrounding settlements. The rese-
arch results have revealed that the “external” defensive line (regardless of its location)
is characterized by the same construction of a wooden earthwork (a wooden wall with
an earthen slop and ground-mounted additions on the internal side which does not
constitute a continuous building line), movable material which was found there, and
termination of functioning. By the way, in the area of so-called “Podil”, at the level of
daylight surface of defensive line functioning time, a residential building, synchronous
regarding the fortifications, discovered. Like the earthwork, the building was destro-
yed with the fire. This defensive line was functioning along with a defensive earth-
work in the central square of the city-state (the Olenyn Park tract). The construction of
this earthwork appeared to be the same as the one of the fortification border-line of
Revnianske city-state [30. P. 132].

The building system of Plisnesko central square indicates life continuity in
times when defensive lines were functioning. Residential buildings are located in
small groups (the 2™ type of settlement buildings), and any traces of a household were
not discovered. Between the 6™ and 7" defensive lines, there is the southern part of a
burial ground where, near grave-mound cremation burials, both ground and cremation
burials were discovered [61-63]. In line with the above, it can be stated that this part
of the necropolis was a part of the city-state structure in the end of the Slavic period.
Grave-mound cremation burials appear approximately at the end of the 10" century.
The territory of the burial ground expands in the northern direction covering the defen-
sive line, which does not exist any more. Thus, the following factors support the
proposed hypothesis about a polis model of Plisnesko city-state in Slavic time: 1) rest-
riction of the populated large-sized territory with defensive lines; 2) different functi-
ons of “external” and “internal” defensive lines; 3) location of a necropolis within
fortified territory.

Like in those civilizations where polis structure of society does not raise
doubts, the following main factors which caused further social and economic develop-
ment of Subcarpathian Slavs in the 8"-10" century can be distinguished: a) absence or
elimination of possible obstacles for its creation; b) consolidation of several separate
neighbouring communities around the most powerful centre in a particular district;
c) spreading of metal and acceleration of technical progress that facilitated production
intensification, deepened division of labor and, as a consequence, led to emerging of
redistributional centres and formed domestic market districts. All of these was happe-
ning under the conditions of individualization and democratization of the economic
(development of crofting, specialization and individualization of the craft, individuali-
zation of cattle husbandry) and social (strengthening the role of public institutions and
military power, division of the power into sacerdotal and public one) spheres; d) emer-
ging of released work force for building numerous fortifications and other labour-
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intensive works. These factors are traced to their full extent only at the final stage of
formation of social polis structure which in Subcarpathians dates back to the 10
century.

As it is known, classical development of the polis structure was held along
three main lines which in Subcarpathians may look as following: 1) from large-family
unfortified settlements — to a civil community-polis of a particular type; 2) from amor-
phous community consolidated on the basis of minimal public freedoms — to socially
stratified society; 3) from chiefdom of military democracy — to a chief headed by the
people. All enumerated factors are largerly proved by archaeological materials. In ge-
neral, big city-states of the Subcarpathians have all characteristic features of polis
structure: restriction of large territories by defensive lines; a large number of dissected
areas; building of facilities for public use, so-called “kontyns”mentioned by the
German chronicler Herbord, in central zones; traces of general (public) and individual
(households and manors with private areas) land use both within poleis and outside of
them in close vicinity.

The provided data provoke the thought about existence in the 10" century of
three-stage hierarchy of territorial and administrative social structure that is viewed
through the place and role of small, middle-sized, and large city-states which had the
type of a polis. In the case of positive problem resolution, not only will views on exis-
ting city-state typologies and formation process of Early Medieval cities in this region
change, but also on the course of state forming processes within its boundaries.

Heterogeneity planning structure of villages and cities reflects the complexity
of economic and social order. Comparison of landscape environment that embodies
the data of geomorphology, topography, soils, fossil resources, vegetative covering
with planning structure and movable material on the level of grouping objects, sights,
nests-settlements, settlements of “lowland” or “highland” groups in general, allows
claiming the existence of landscape type of farming. Landscape farming is the abso-
lute differentiation and maximum possible technology of farming that can be achieved
only on a basic level — at the level of concrete nests-settlements.

The main field of landscape farming for the “lowland” towns was agriculture,
which was based on fallow processing system of meadow and bog soil as well as peat
soil of lower layers of flood plain land; this assumption is supported by the structure
of the settlements, cereals prints on rough stucco fragments of ceramics, etc. Dominant
(fallow) system of land usage generated the opportunities for the development of near-
city settled cattle breeding, the level of which was determined by domestic demand of
the settlers, besides the condition (potential) of resource areas also defined trades and
crafts practices. This type of farming indicates that two or three adjacent villages for-
med agricultural community, ownership of which were circumscribed by the natural
boundaries of the landscape [40; 47. P. 198-203].

Significant changes in the farming took place at the turn of the 8"-9" centu-
ries, the period when “highland” location of settlements occurred. First and foremost,
this process was advanced by climate change and, as a consequence, the population
was increased, thus the need for extensive forms of farming arose. Under these cir-
cumstances, the structure of farming is determined by the potential of a resource area,
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a small difference between them was still present. However, the substitution in the
form of land processing did not supervene, as that was a long process which involved
breaking many traditions having been developed in agrotechnology, improvement of
agricultural tools and methods of soil cultivation, growing of winter crops. Moreover,
the transition of this kind would not give immediate significant increase in commodity
products. Such circumstances caused the transformation of the above-described fallow
into “Bukovyna hew-fallow”, i.e. the system of farming characterized by reclaiming of
forest massifs with turf, turf-podzolic, and podzolic soils. “Bukovyna hew-fallow”
stimulated the development of near city cattle breeding — a sector where the individu-
alization of farming is observed at the earliest stages. The evidence to this is the appe-
arance of individual homestead and farmstead on the outskirts of towns of Period IlI;
the cattle sheds for the maintenance of the neat and small cattle in winter periods do-
minated in the planning structure of the farmsteads. The intensive development of near
city cattle breeding facilitated the spread of variety of craft: leather dressing, boot
making, saddler making, etc. In addition to this, the mapping of settlements and their
resource zones make possible to express an opinion concerning the origin of landow-
ning — private or large family (alongside with dominant communal) — illustrated by the
sketch map of Korostovatskyi nest-settlements [40; 47.

Thus, Period 11 of antiques that is represented by “highland” settlements is charac-
terized by the absence of one dominant sphere of farming, and is essentially multi-directed
and fully dependent on the natural niche (resource area of a specific landscape) being
settled by the inhabitants of different location focuses — nest-settlements.

The Intensive development of landscape management led to complications of
its own structures and became the catalyst for the emergence of excessive product,
which, in its turn, caused changes in social sphere [37; 40; 45-46; 47. P. 207-212].

The smallest unit of a social organism (i.e. the spouse family) gradually sepa-
rates from the extensive family community of dynasty type and starts functioning as
an independent economic and legal structural unit; although, the old structures of the
unit’s relatives continue conducting entrenched lifestyle. In general, the community
obtains all the features of territorial neighborhood, with its nuclei — communal centers
being their administrative, agricultural, law, and maybe religious heart.

Despite the fact the problem of the origin and functioning of early medieval
sites of settlements in the Carpathian region is not thoroughly studied as yet, the data
and materials received provide grounds for the hypothesis of the city-state model of
the sites and the model considered provokes tackling three main issues: 1) socio-eco-
nomic basis present in the society at an early stage, 2) the main factors and trends of
this process development, and 3) the formation of a city-state as a structural unit of the
Slavic community and elements of its semblance in the archaeological sources.

Unfortunately, the questions can not be given definitive answers today, only
prior judgments can be expressed, the essence of which is as follows: 1) in the 56"
centuries in Slavic society certain regression is noticed as compared with Cherniakhivska
culture being located in the same areas in 2™—4" c. BC; 2) during the 7"-8" centuries the
decline stops, the economic situation stabilizes the reconstruction of agricultural and
farming structure with its reorientation to the internal (local) markets of bartering craft
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products and farm produce comes to its end. Bartering and re-distribution occurred in
the villages that occupied central position in the settlements, which simultaneously
served as the political-administrative and craft centers of neighboring community, na-
mely created viable social organisms which gradually developed into city-states; 3) in
the 9"-10"centuries all the major factors that led to the city-state structure of contem-
porary society are traced, although their large-scale manifestation occurred in its final
stages.

The introduction of new methods and improved traditional ones into the for-
mation of source base and interpretations allowed comprehending the issue of settling
the region during Slavic period from new angle, and showing the economic and social
development of the Carpathian population in 8"-10™ centuries. This approach opens
broad prospects in the study of Early Slavic period not only for Ukrainian Carpathian
Mountains, but also for the adjacent regions.

Due to the comparison of main characteristic features of threeasyn chronous,
genetically cognatecultures (Prague-Korchak, Raykovetska and Old Ruthenianones),
we hit upon the idea of the existance of a single Slavic archaeological culture with
different periods and development stages, at least in the Ukrainian Subcarpathians,
Volyn, and Polissia. This approach does not destroy the achievements of our predeces-
sors by any means. On the contrary, it develops theoretical and methodological appro-
aches in historicization of archaeological sources, makes the database about early
periods of our history formed by experts more accessible for historians and the public.

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SOME QUESTIONS OF THE FORMING THEORY OF THE CULTURAL LAYER ON
SLAVIC EARLY MIDDLE AGES MONUMENTS

Important role in the developments of current Slavic archaeologists takes source base, which
foundations were laid by our predecessors in 50-80 years of XX century. Theoretical and methodological
approaches to its formation were significantly different from the present. Their gradual improvement soon
led to the emergence of certain scientific paradigms that occurred when using previously established
sources. And it is natural. It would be wrong to think that the critical analysis of the works of our prede-
cessors resolve most disputes, but the critical assessment of the formation process of sources is a peculiar
tool for their improvement.

In this regard for special attention deserve “ascending” data that archaeologists fix during the
excavations: surfaces day levels on the settlement , the depth of pits buried structures, nature of their fillings,
localization of mobile material, etc. We mean all those parameters which are somehow related to the cultural
layer.

Qualitative and quantitative aspects of the cultural layer is directly proportional to depend on:
the intensity and longevity, building density housing and farm buildings, type of business, storage conditi-
ons movable and immovable residues. Without belittling the role of the human factor in shaping the cultu-
ral layer and filled objects in multilayer settlements still need to emphasize the important influence of the
environment. After all cultural layers following options as power, saturation, color and so is largely de-
pendent on the “natural” soil formation. According to soil scientists, are the main factors of soil climate,
underlying rocks, a relief, a biological factor, and time. Interacting together they influence the course of
soil formation. At the same time, human activity is largely changes the nature and intensity of soil beca-
use it corrects natural factors of soil formation. After termination of life in exile, the cultural layer formed
influenced by such factors as natural tank and alluvial processes. Their intensity was dependent on the
size of the exposure of the slope and the state in which the area was not functioning village. It should also
be understood that power installed today over-placements on the multilayer settlements, not all cases will
reflect the true thickness of certain cultural layers. Most of the destruction of cultural layers in the
forested area may cause windfalls, resulting in mixing of genetic horizons and polycyclic formed or in-
verted profile pits formed on the spot. This changes the structure and corresponding soil cover in this
place. So, after termination of the villages in the cultural layer affect natural and anthropogenic factors
leading to its destruction and redeposition even “fuzzy” boundaries.

A more complicated situation is forming around the cultural layer within the depth of objects
and especially residential buildings. Today made clearly separate natural and anthropogenic character fil-
ling depressions facilities. The first time, the deepening pit facility did not act human factor, so its dest-
ruction was gradual. Therefore, the filling of such structures can be roughly divided into three layers. The
first layer is formed by the collapse of the walls of the pits buried buildings (housing, commercial
buildings) and swabs from the platen-like embankment — increasing artificial walls (housing). The next
layer of fill structures formed by the further collapse of the trench walls. The third layer is formed by
filling various natural processes of soil formation. The situation is somewhat different when forming
filling depth dwellings and outbuildings involving human factor. Layer of soil there may be sporadic, in-
consistent, simply mixed. All this means that the appropriate division for moving artifacts dating certain
objects on unreliable, little credible and reliable. Only materials selected from floors buried buildings,
their heating devices and industrial sites can be considered reliable and used for dating. Quite difficult is
“mixed” (natural plus anthropogenic) method of forming fillings objects. This situation is often inherent
to multifazed and multilayer settlements ot the second half of I millenium AD.

An important part of the cultural layer should be called and level surface. This is a level which
corresponded to the landscape around a particular object/objects during the time of their operation. Unfor-
tunately, the day surface level rather difficult recorded in the permanent research and Prague-Korchatska
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and Raykovetska culture settlemens. Elucidation of these problems is possible only if the application my-
crostratigraphic removal techniques and fixing cultural overplacments.

Comprehensive study described parameters in line with the general theory of the formation of
the cultural layer gives good reason not only qualitatively create new archaeological sources, but the
specified position to analyze and critically evaluate sources already formed, base.

The article is dedicated to the scientific adoption and analysis of the adornments complex
recently found on Koropovy Hutora hillfort (Zmijov region in Kharkov oblast). The hoard includes a
variety of silver adornments, and the following ones are distinguished among them: a pair of fibulas,
bracelet, temple rings, and bead sets. The complex refers to the second chronological group of “Antean
hoards” dated at the middle of the VIII century a.d. It has perfect analogies to a number of complexes:
Zajtsevskij, Pastyirskoe ones (1949, 1992 years). The most distinctive items of this hoard group are
specific types of bracelets, fibulas, and temple rings. Some kinds of adornments (spiral bronze tubes and
some types of beads made of glass paste) represent the contacts of the Slavs of the mentioned period with
nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples of the Northern Black Sea region.

In the article, the ethnic features of found in 2003 skulls from Ancient Russ town of Peresopny-

tsya, excavations by K. Melnyck and R. Yakymovych have been examined. Male series is characterized
as mezocranic with moderate-high skull. A face is orthognatic of moderate width and small heights, good-
profiled on orbital level and front-nasal axis. Orbits are of moderate heights. A nose is of moderate width,
a protrusion angle is moderate. A bridge is low. It has been denoted that according to the classification of
anthropological types after T. Rudych female sample is on the edge between mezocranic with middle
wide face where female Polyany of Kyiv belong. Two male skulls are brahicranic. Consi-dering morpho-
logical features on the skull, according to the typology of V. Dyachenko, male burial 18 can be referred to
Steppe craniological type especially after skull index, skull and orbits heights. The burial 13 doesn’t
belong to medieval Slavic types.

EPIGRAPHIC MATERIAL FROM THE HILL-FORT OF ANCIENT BUZHSK

Specifically, it characterizes such epigraphic find as pyrophyllite biconic spindle wheel with
graphic symbols which was found in the cultural layer at a depth of 2,2-2,4 meters during studies in 2015.
As well the discovery prompted (in 2008) of a conical bone object, which outer surface is polished to a
shine and divided into sectors by horizontal and vertical punctures, one of themresembling combination
of two cyrillic N letters. In the same archaeological season another discovery was madeon the floor of
12" century household building which appeared to be the blank writing chart. There was a scroll bark
(length 47,8 cm, width 3,5 cm) and a bone stylus lying beside.

For the first time the finding is acknowledged of so-called Busk bronze plate. It was acciden-
tally found in late 90°s by local resident during earthworks at the Buskdowntown (at a depth of 0,5-
0,6 m). The item is covered withpuzzling geometric patterns more reminiscent of letter graphic signs.

Small collectionis considered as well ofbone artifacts (9 copies) which could be ascribed as
fractured styluses (pysala, ryltsya) used to carve on wax tablets or birch bark.

During the archaeological researches that were carried out over the last decades in Lviv, were revealed a
number of structural elements of wooden roads — fragments of wooden flooring of the late Middle Ages and
Modern Time. Two of them studied at downtown area (Cathedral sg. Lesya Ukrainka St.), others — outside, in the
former suburb of Krakow (J. Osmomysl sg. B. Khmelnitsky St. Horodotska St.). Posted their general characteris-
tics and design features. Comparing the results of archaeological research historical materials and existing historical
and urban development, the basic directions of roads, as well as some aspects of city planning structure at various
stages of its formation.

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SETTLEMENTS OF EARLY SLAVS ON THE RIVER BILYI STIK

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In the last few years intensive surveys were conducted by scientists of lvan Krypiakevych
Institute of Ukrainian Studies and Scientific Research Centre “Rescue Archaeological Service” in the
basin of river Bilyi Stik which has resulted in discoveries of a large group of previously unknown ancient
settlements. Eleven of them were identified as settlements of the latest stages of Luka-Raykovetska
culture of the 9™ — early 10" centuries. These were mainly located in the vicinities of nowadays villages
Bendyuga and Komariv (Lviv region, Sokal district). Surface surveys presented vast number of Early
Slavic pottery richly decorated with the specific ornaments.

Key words: Bilyi Stik basin, Luka-Raykovetska culture, settlement, hand-made and wheel-made
pottery, pots, ornaments.

In 2009 expeditions of Scientific Research Centre “Rescue Archaeological
Service” started continuous archaeological surveys of some regions in the basin of
Western Bug as a realization of state project “Archaeological cadaster of Ukraine:
Lviv region”. Most studies covered areas in Sokal district, along major tributaries of
Western Bug — rivers Varenzhanka, Solokia, Sebechivka, Stasivka and Bilyi Stik.

Surveys along the river Bilyi Stik were conducted together with scientists of
Ivan Krypiakevych Institute of Ukrainian Studies and steered by local ethnographer
Pavlo Buhay. The basin of river was studied on the expanse between villages Perspa
and Velyke. This area in terms of geomorphology is part of Sokal strands on the
south-western edge of Volyn Upland Ridge, so-called Tartakiv side strand [4. C. 27,
111-113]. Soil beddings in the vicinities of villages Bendyuga, Velyke, Zubkiv,
Komariv and Potorytsya along river Bilyi Stik include several types but mostly ashed
soils of grayish and dark-grayish tinctures which have been formed of ancient broad-
leaf forests. Terraces above the floodplain are rich with meadow black earth mostly
suitable for ancient rural inhabitants. Surveys in 2009-2013 have revealed 38 archaeo-
logical sites containing materials of different chronological epochs — from Late
Paleolithic until Early Middle Ages [1; 3].

Eleven sites on their part have contained remains of settlements of Early Slavs
from the late stages of Luka-Raykovetska culture dated by 9™ — early 10" centuries.
These were concentrated mainly on the lower reaches of river Bilyi Stik in vicinities
of villages Bendyuga and Komariv.
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First settlement of Luka-Raykovetska culture is located 0,3 km to the west of
vil. Bendyuga, left of highway Radekhiv — Chervonograd and on opposite to the dam
and bridge over Western Bug. It occupies one of the island outliers between water-
courses of Western Bug and Bilyi Stik in locality called “Miglevyi Pliats”. The partly
forested sandy island has oval form approximately 0,3x0,2 km. An extensive humber
of items from Early Slavs origin were found on its surface.

Next ten settlements of the same culture were found around vil. Komariv and
situated in following localities:

— locality “Kyivska Doroga”, 0,25 km north of old farm yard and mill, on the
western slopes of Bilyi Stik river terrace, alongside the field road from the village;

— within the homestead backyards on Shevchenka St., north-western outskirts
of the village, on meander ledge of old river bayou;

— locality “Gorb”, north-western outskirts of the village, inside the private
gardens, on high and flat river terrace along the right bank of Bilyi Stik;

— locality “Pered Mostom” (or “Na Vypas”), near cemetery 0,2 km to the
north of the village, on round river bank ledge near the bridge;

— locality “Grusha”, south-eastern outskirts of the village, large garden area on
a flat river terrace south of Bilyi Stik watercourse and north of old river bayou;

— locality “Gorod Vasylia Buhaya”, southern outskirts of the village, inside
the private homestead of V. Buhay, on the river terrace near old river bayou;

— locality “Bayorovi Duby” (two ancient oaks), 0,5 km south of the village,
garden area on a flat river terrace between Bilyi Stik watercourse and old river bayou;

— locality “Stara Richka”, southern outskirts of the village, some homestead
gardens on a hill near old river bayou;

— locality “pyrova Paryna”, north-western outskirts of the village, gardens on a
high promontory ledge of pond bank;

— locality “Gatka”, 0,8 km north-west of the village, private gardens on a
slopes over the left bank of small river 0,5 km east and upstream from large pond.

Surface surveys on all enlisted archaeological sites have ceded large quantity
of fragmented pottery. These includes both hand-made and wheel-made pottery (last
type mostly prevails). Pieces remained of the side parts, bottoms and rims of pots with
convex shape.

First group of pottery — hand-made — was colored mostly in light brown, gray
or grayish brown. The pot walls 0,7-1,5 cm thick had their surface smoothed but
slightly tuberous which is due to inner components of clay body — coarse-grained
sand, granulated chamotte and limestone.

Few remaining rims of hand-made pots had diameter circa 12-18 cm, their
cervix was short with edges rounded and bent outwards (fig. 1, 4) sometimes decora-
ted by rectangular stamps (fig. 2, 19) or fingerprint tucks (comp. fig. 2, 17).

Wheel-made pottery range of colors was similar to previous group. However, it is
at variance in other specifications. First of all the clay body of such ceramics had different
composition involving extensive admixture of sand in various granulation which made
surface of the pots rough on the touch. Diameters of pot rims amount from 10 to 22 cm.
Cervix rims had diverse forms both in long and short composition with edges bent
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outwards and shaped either as oblique cut (comp. fig. 1, 1, 3-6, 11; 3, 3, 5, 6), reduced
rounded (comp. fig. 2, 1, 3; 3, 1, 2, 12) or enlarged rounded (comp. fig. 3, 9, 13).

Wheel-made pots from discovered settlements of Luka-Raykovetska culture
had their surfaces richly decorated by linear or waved ornaments carved by narrow
grooves. Structure of parallel horizontal lines and waves is commonly symmetrical.
There is just a single exception with asymmetrical ornamentation (comp. fig. 3, 14).
Usually compositions consist of multiline waved bands (comp. fig. 1, 8; 3: 4), overlap-
ped multiline linear and waved bands (comp. fig. 2, 13, 14) and diverse combinations
of parallel single-, two- or multiline linear and waved rows (comp. fig. 2, 4, 11, 12).

Ornamentation was applied exclusively on the upper part of dinnerware. Still
there was an exception found on one of the settlements near Komariv. The bottom part
of a pot (diameter 2,5 cm) was decorated by overlapped waved bands (comp. fig. 1,
15). Certain items had been decorated on the inner surface close to the rim edges by
slant notching (comp. fig. 1, 5) of waved rows (comp. fig. 3, 2).

Discovery of such compact group of archaeological sites along river Bilyi Stik
containing materials from Luka-Raykovetska culture gives a unique opportunity to
progress studies on the history of Early Slavs in 9" — early 10" centuries. It
complements the results of previous studies at the basin of Western Bug and especial-
ly in Sokal district and [1. C. 71; 3. C. 71-74], together with newly published materi-
als from other adjacent areas [2. C. 202-216; 5. C. 76; 6. C. 67-69; 7. C. 232],
enlarges known register of archaeological sites of corresponding period.

Such concentration of settlements of the latest stages of Luka-Raykovetska
culture is marked for the first time in such narrow space. Materials from these studies
could be highly implemented in the studies of settlement structure of Early Slavs in
the basin of Western Bug.

THE NEW MATERIALS TO THE STUDYING
OF CHRISTIAN CEMETERY OF PLISNESK

The article is devoted to the analysis and publication materials of the newly discovered Christi-
an necropolis of Plisnesk, which was located outside the fortified area of the chronicle city, near the so-
called “Dytynets” (tract “Zamchysko”), between 5 and 6 Slavic lines of defense (in the Old Russ time
were not functioning).

As a result was managed to dig 6 inhumation Christian burials during fixed archaeological sear-
ches. All of them were characterized by the absence of funeral equipment and small depth of burial pits.
There have not been founded no traces of any gravestones (remnants of stone or wood structures over
graves).

There were not clear guidance of skeletons in the discovered burials. Some of inhumations were
oriented (by head) to the northwest, the others — to the southwest, another skeletons had a clear western
orientation vector.
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There were different hands position of skeletons in the burials. They have been compiled on the
stomach or have been extended along skeletons. In some variants one hand of skeletons was bent at the
elbow, and the other — was lied along the trunk or located on the abdomen.

Some burials (Ne 1, 2) were quite damaged, that’s why was inquired ages and genders of
deceased only by four cases (Ne 3-6). We were given the active assistance of senior courses students-
anthropologists of the University of Zagreb (Croatia). They were underwented training at the Plisnesk
archaeological complex. One of graves belonged to the girl 8-10 years old (Ne 4), another — adult men
30-35 years old (Ne 3), and two graves to women 25-30 years old (Ne 5 and 6). Thus, the cemetery had
opposited-sex and different ages.

Excavated burials were dated back of the second period of the Old Russ time on lands of
ancient Pre-Carpathians (12th — 13th centuries.). The earliest complexes are dated back to the second half
of the 12th — the beginning of 13th centuries, the laters complexes — the end of the 12th — first half of the
13th century. In general, all burials have been laid before the Mongolian invasion of the Kyiv Russ.

Two graves of adult women 25-30 year old made attract attention between all burials In their
heads and foot were finded so-called “stone pillows”. Even though in the scientific literature that burials
are associated with monk tombs, but we can not confirm this thesis on investigated necropolis materials:
The burial stones belonged to women, but the local monastery (its first records date back 1180 year) was
a mans monastery. On the other hand, men’s and children’s disposals were synchronous to these burials.

Materials obtained in 2013 season allow to assert that 6 discovered graves are only a small part
of the Christian cementery of Old Russ time, which belonged to one of the parish churches type. To find
the last is not possible yet. Currently, the closest known building is near churches of 14th — the beginning
of 15th centuries (it was opened in 2009 year). The localization of the Old Russ church and burials of the
post Mongolian time near the church of 14th — the beginning of 15th centuries are a task of the near
future.

BIZANTINE AND HUNGARIAN COINS
FROM CHORNIVKA HILLFORT

To one of the most studied ancient monuments watershed of the Upper Prut and Middle Dnies-
ter refers settlement (remnants of feudal fortified manor) is located at a distance of 5 km south of the
village Chornivka. In historiography it is known as Chornivka hillfort. Study of the settlement began in
1999 and continues to date. According to a new period of excavations monuments significantly refined its
planning, functional identity revealed some structures defined their chronology and dating, found more
than a thousand individual finds.

Among the found materials research settlement in 1999-2014 on special interest deserve found
numismatic items. There are four Byzantine and four Hungarian coins. It’s comprehensive analysis and
interpretation and publication devoted to this.

The first coins of the concave-convex a surface. It’s diameter is 2,2-2,5 cm, weight — 1,5 g.
Coin perforated, that is specially punched hole and not used as a banknote and a suspension icon. The
detailed study of coins and search for analogies possible to determine the type of object and numismatic
time of its release. Analysis of the image on the coin and its shape shows that it has a Byzantine origin.
Coin from Chornivka hillfort — aspron trachea was chased in Thessalonica, during the reign of Theodore |
Komnenos-Ducas (1224-1230).

Other two coins were found in 2004 and 2006. The first of these is also perforated. With care it
can be attributed to the coin — aspron trachea, which was chased during the reign of Demetrius Comnenos
Ducas in Thessalonica, in the 1244-1246 bigennium. Fourth numismatic finding was discovered in 2014.
The coin is badly damaged, cut — septangular, perforated (with a torn hole for hanging). On the concave
side (reverse) observed bust image of two figures. Convex side (obverse) heavily damaged. The diameter
of the findings is 1,5-1,6 cm; weight — 0,8 g with caution, similar to other areas of Europe, including the
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Dumbarton Oaks, the Balkans, Bulgaria, and by their appearance suggests that coin from Chornivka
hillfort was chased the reign of Alexis 111 Comnenos Angelus in 1195-1203 in Constantinople. Nominal
coins previously defined as aspron trachea. Due to significant damage of the coin image is very difficult
to trace it’s narrower period of mint and relate it to the specific type.

How Byzantine coins were on Chornivka hillfort? The answer of this question is difficult today.
Possible explanations of these extraordinary findings are different. The literature has repeatedly drawn
attention to the likely participation of combatants Kingdom of Galicia-Volhynia in the crusades, as we
find hints in written and folkloric sources. If so, some of them could bring one of the participants of the
Fourth Crusade.

Four other coins were found in 2006. They were lying on top of one another and were a lot of
thin pressed round silver plates. After their separation (coins slightly damaged by fire) revealed that the
four coins, and two types. There are several versions coin identification data types. It is believed that the
coins can be minted during the reign of the Hungarian King Bela Il (1172-1196) or on the board, “young
king” Bela IV (1225-1270). After a detailed study of these coins and view previous findings with caution
copies of data, in our opinion, should be attributed to bracteates, minted during the reign “Rex iunior” —
Bela IV at a time when he was “young king” in 1225-1235.

Thus, summing up, to say that the period of research Chornivka hillfort in 1999-2014 was disco-
vered quite important numismatic material, which significantly clarifies the chronological limits of
existence Chornivka hillfort and allows new positions reveal its importance for political, economic, social
and cultural development of the ancient people of the Middle Dniester in the thirteenth century.
Therefore, in spite of this, the study of the hillfort will be continued.
